Louder, quieter, changing over 

channels without junctions. 

 

 

7. I’m a liquid in a bottle, 

standing still but where? 

I’m not for drinking, nor for cooking, 

you put me in your hair. 

 

 

8. We are small and fairly soft. 

We sometimes curl in a ball. 

Although we’re cold we’ll keep you warm 

especially if you’ve got a cold floor! 

 

 

9. I’m designed to take great heat, 

I’m reliable solid and strong. 

I sometimes smell spicy and sometimes sweet. 

In the kitchen is where I belong.
